God’s Imperfect People

“Go in peace, share the good news.” Week after week Christians gather together, hear
the word proclaimed, share a meal, and are sent out to bear the good news of God in
Christ Jesus to a hungry, needy world. Inside though, we wonder why God has entrusted
such an important mission to people like us.

God’s prophets and apostles carried the same anxieties. Isaiah declares, I am a man of
unclean lips.” Paul asserts, "I am the least of the apostles, unfit to be called an apostle,
because I persecuted the church of God.” Peter responds to Jesus’ miracle of plenty by
saying, “Go away from me, Lord, for I am a sinful man!” Yet, without question, God
used these flawed and fragile human beings to proclaim God’s mercy and love.

In a world where we are constantly being told that we are insufficient—that we do not
have enough, know enough, or matter enough—God’s trust in our capacities seems
imprudent, even irrational. But notice, Jesus precedes a call to discipleship with a
miracle pointing to God’s abundant provision, signaling that we will be given all we need.

Martin Luther writes in The Babylonian Captivity of the Church, “What I accept, I accept
not on my own merits or by any right that I may personally have to it. I know that I am
receiving more than a worthless one like me deserves; indeed, I have deserved the very
opposite. But I claim what I claim by the right of a bequest and of another’s goodness”
(Martin Luther’s Basic Theological Writings, ed. Timothy Lull [Minneapolis: Fortress
Press, 1989], p. 302).

Jesus meets us at the shorelines of our own lives, going about our daily work, and calls
us to lifelong discipleship. Caught up in God’s abundant grace, and fed out of that
bounty, we are commissioned to go catch others.

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SERVICE TO HONOR CHAPLAINS -February 6, 2022:

History — US Dorchester which carried 900 souls, was torpedoed February 3, 1943. On
board were four chaplains. These four chaplains, according to eyewitnesses, remained calm
during the panic following the attack, first distributing life preservers and assisting others to
abandon ship, then giving up their own life preservers and coming together in prayer as the ship
disappeared beneath the surface.

Many survivors reported that the four chaplains locked arms and prayed in unison as the
ship sank. Whether this part is accurate is unimportant, for the truth is that these four Army
chaplains sacrificed themselves for the soldiers and the God that they served.

The American Legion rifle squad attends the Memorial Day service in Plum Lake. Bill
was contacted by the American Legion to host the annual February service in honor of the four
chaplains, which is hosted by a different church each year. The rifle squad will attend the
service on February 6" which will contain additional elements to honor the chaplains.
