A Hunger for Justice

In today’s first reading, God cries, “"O my people, what have I done to you? In what have I
wearied you? Answer me!” (Micah 6:3). The people of God have forgotten God’s deliverance and
who God has called them to be. Like a shrewd prosecutor, God has placed them on trial and is
examining their actions, recounting the signs of mercy and loving kindness shown to them from
generation to generation and searching for a sign that they are living into who God has called
them to be. And so, they are reminded that this is how you shall live: do justice, love kindness,
walk humbly.

A Latin American prayer asks: “Lord, to those who hunger, give bread. And to those who have
bread, give the hunger for justice.” The words of this more modern-day prayer do not sound so
different from the ancient words spoken by the prophet Micah to God’s people. "What does the
Lord require of you,” asks Micah, “but to do justice, and to love kindness, and to walk humbly
with your God?” (Micah 6:8). The hunger of God’s people has already been filled by the mercy of
God, and so they are called by God to feed the hunger of others through lives of justice,
kindness, and humility.

In the Sunday assembly, God surrounds the gathered people with reminders of who and whose
they are: we splash in the waters of baptism, are brought to new life in the word, are fed and
forgiven through bread and wine. Around the table, hunger is satisfied, and a hunger for justice
is renewed. From the table, God sends the gathered assembly, blessed and broken, to feed the
hunger of others as, together, we await the fulfillment of the kingdom.

SERVICE TO HONOR CHAPLAINS -February 5, 2022:

History — US Dorchester which carried 900 souls, was torpedoed February 3, 1943. On
board were four chaplains. These four chaplains, according to eyewitnesses, remained calm
during the panic following the attack, first distributing life preservers and assisting others to
abandon ship, then giving up their own life preservers and coming together in prayer as the ship
disappeared beneath the surface.

Many survivors reported that the four chaplains locked arms and prayed in unison as the
ship sank. Whether this part is accurate is unimportant, for the truth is that these four Army
chaplains sacrificed themselves for the soldiers and the God that they served.

Bill was contacted by the American Legion to host the annual February service in honor
of the four chaplains again this year. The honor guard will attend the service on February 5™
which will contain additional elements to honor the chaplains.
