Change of Heart 

 

The people who hear Peter’s testimony and preaching are cut to the heart. The writer of  

1 Peter instructs believers to love deeply from the heart. The disciples who encounter the  

risen Christ notice afterward that their hearts were “burning” within them as Jesus reveals  

the scriptures and then himself to them in the breaking of the bread. Whether a call to 

repentance, hope, recognition, or love, people are deeply affected by encounters with the  

one raised from death to become followers of Jesus’ way. They not only turn from their  

sin and doubt but literally change direction, going back from Emmaus to Jerusalem with  

renewed courage, faith, and hope. These heart-changing encounters with Jesus fulfill a  

promise from God for the whole community, from those who have lived a long life to those 

who are children.
